KIND - | will treat other people and their property as | would like to be treated. | will be kind to all of nature’s
creatures and to our environment.

OBEDIENT - | willingly obey all appropriate requests politely and swiftly made to me by people, especially by
leadership roles and the requests of my Senior Patrol Leaders.

CHEERFUL — | will do my best to be enthusiastic in all situations.
THRIFTY — | will make the best use of the food and other materials given to me.
BRAVE — | will do what is morally right, regardless of what anyone else may say.

CLEAN - | will keep our campsite and my personal gear clean. | will be clean in my speech, and | will not use foul
language. | will not use alcohol, tobacco, etc. | will follow the principles of Leave No Trace.

REVERENT - | will respect the beliefs of others. | will fulfill my personal religious obligations through religious
services afforded to me.
